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First 30 days


ASAM must be completed prior to admission indicating a level 3.1 or higher


Second 30 days


ASAM must be completed prior to extention start date indicating a level 3.1 or higher


Beyond 60 days


ASAM must be completed prior to requested extention start date indicating a level 3.1 or higher


ASAM is attached to a current CDC that has been completed within the last 30 days


ASAM must be completed within 7 days of extention start date


Provider must submit for clinicial review through the PA Adjustment in PICIS with additional documentation attached


ASAM must be completed within 7 days of requested extention start date 


Admission of an open client must have an ASAM completed with in 7 days - within 15 days if the client is coming from Detox and admission date starts the following day


For level of care changes, individuals must have an ASAM completed within 7 days of requested start date 


If level of care changes result with the next subsquent PA going over 60 days, Clinicial Review is required 


ASAMs are not required if a level of care change occures duing an open Res SUD authorization
